The new inspector. Edward Durand. is highly recom­
mended. He has been at work two weeks and \Yill 
continu~ a1.l summer. D e will cover every breeding 
place wI1h111 four or five miles of Forest Hill and 
wherever breeding i found he will invite the owner 
of the land to get rid of the nuisance, '''hen neces­
sary. the Health Department will cooperate and bring 
the offender to terms. 

The committee i proud of the work done in 1916 
and 1917 and we hope to work so thorOtlRhly this year 
t hat the mosquito pest will be a thing of the past. '\' e 
nced the financial help of every res ident of Forest 
Hill. and Fore, t ITills r;~rdens.

THE STORY OF THE CELEBRA; 
tion of Independence Day in Forest 

Hills Gardens from the inauguration of 
a special program has been one of devel; 
opment, popularity, games, dances and 
patriotic eloquence. 
The exercises of I 9 14, the initial program, 
were noted for the camaraderie which 
can come only in a small community. In 
1915 the contest in tennis matches for the 
silver cup was begun and a pageant of 
colonial times was held in Station Square. 
The dedication of the Flag Pole on the 
Green and the presentation of "The Hap­
py Stranger," an allegory by E. H. Con­
way and R. E. Renaud, in Olivia Park, 
were the outstanding features of 1916. 
The Red Cross benefited by the refresh­
ment booth. 
Theodore Roosevelt was the central fig; 
ure of July 4th, 1917, when he was the 
guest of the Gardens and made his famous 
one hundred per cent. American speech. 
The events of 1918 were sanctified and 

somewhat shadowed by the presence of 
wounded soldiers and sailors, the hon­
ored guests of the day, who were served 
supper in the Church; in-the;Gardens. 
The program was brightened by the danc.­
ing of the pupils of Louis Chalif in Olivia 
Park. The program of 1919 was one of 
Thanksgiving over the success of the 
United States and her Allies in the Great 
War. This was epitomi~ed in the allegory 
"The Golden Day," by R. E. Renaud, 
presented in Olivia Park. The Big Sisters 
of Queensborough were aided in their 
work by the proceeds of the refreshment 
booth. 
This year's program is being developed 
along some new lines. Base ball is substi; 
tuted for tennis and there will be an opera 
in Olivia Park. Throughout the story 
there are in each year's program, chil; 
dren's games in the day and an open air 
dance for adults at night, in canvas-cov 
ered Station Square, festive with myriads 
of lights and flags. ..

Their presi­
dent attributes the success of the work in no small 
degree to the generous support which the people of 
Forest Hills have given to the organization.

\ SI~arles E .. I~ughes spoke on thc subject 
1 he PatnotJ 111 of Peace." Hc said in

"Unless we have in peace time that

public cnds, the sacrifi ces of patriotism in war will have 
been in vain. Our national ideals are neither im­
periali stic. nor racial. They transcend all ordinary 
natIonal ?-II1lS; they a re not bound up in anything short 
of estabhshlllg and maintaining constitutional govern­
ment as the sure base of li berty. 

"It is a spurious patriotism that is linked to the 
triumph of any creed or class, or becomes the vehicle 
of bigotry. The cOlllmon good rooted in the essential 
institutions of justice and individual liberty-that is 
the national ideal." 

That last sentence, "The common <Yood rooted in the 
essential institutions of justice and il~dividual liberty­
that is th.e national. ideal," is a splendid goal in peace 
or ,,"ar t Ime. Durll1g the great war we all lived in 
this country on a high plane of patriotic devotion, but 
as the hi story of nations reveals, there is a lwavs a 
lump in ideals during the after-war period anlour 

own country in the last year and a half has been 110 
exception. This is a government of, by and for all the 
people, or the "common good," and no class or creed 
must as ume any arbitrary or capricious control. In 
thi way true liberty will be secured. \Vhen the men 
and women of this land see the vision and press 
toward the goal of the good of the whole bodv 0 [ 

citizens, then the early precepts and principles of the 
founders for the Republic, 144 years ago, will prevail 
an4 deJl10cracy will be a reality . 

In a story of exalted patriotism "Uncle Sam of 
Freedom Ridge," published in the June Altantic 
Monthly, Margaret Prescott Montague gives the tale of 
an old man who looked like Uncle Sam and whose per­
sonali ty expressed the spirit of all that is best and high­
est in our country, "And it (his country) was all sort of 
mixed up with his rel igion . I don't believe the old 
man ever did know where his country stopped and his 
God began," the tale reads. 'W hen the patriotism of 
peace, the devotion to the common good, becomes a 
religion with the majority of our people, then the 
United States wi ll be a torch bearer for the nations 
of the earth.

finall~' and unanimously I'ecommended our own Dr, Latshaw, 
and this recommendation was nthusiastically accepted at 
a f'C('Cnt me ting of th Church Corporation, When Dr, 
Kcnt !l'ft us, a y aI' ago, DI' , Latshaw was thought of as a 

possil 1 sLlccessor, hut thel"e were condi­
tions th n that mad it out of the question 
to socul'e his services, '.rhe International 
Committee or the Young Men's hl'istian 
ASl';()C'iation, with which DI", Latshaw is at 
])I'e5 nt ('onnectNl, has been loath to 1'0-

loase him [l'om tho important work for 
which he is rcsponsible in that groat or­
ga nization. 'rho consent has finally been 
scC'ured to have him released from the 
International ommitleo for a year, with 
th hop that this may be extended, 

DAVid Gal'dner Latshaw was born at 
BI"ookville, Pennsylvan ia, and graduated 
from Alleghany College and later from 
the Boston Univel'sity Sohool of 'l'heology. 
During, and following his college days, he 
had considel'ahlo business experience, anel 
latol', on entel'ing the ministry of the 
Mothodist Episcopal Church, occupied 
several important pulpits in the central 

wost. H d voloped in his ministry a numbel" of effeotive 
and practical methods of ChL'istian work, and in the pulpit 
ol'gani:.mtiol1 and pastoral scrvice made a splendid reputa­
tion :1-S an cminent, sound, constructive and progressive­
mind d ministel- . His particulal' success in reaching men 
lead to his n.ccepting an apPOintment in thc Religious Work 
of the Young M n's Christi:1-n Association. For the past 
ten y aI's he has devoted himself to promoting religious 
activili s of the ASSOCiation among city, student and in­
dustrial m n and boys. ITe has teaveled extenSively through
