The postponement of the erection of the build-
ing has resulted in large economies. The original
estimate of $250,000, by careful engineering has
been reduced until the contract cost for the build-
ing (in addition to the planning and foundation
costs of $25,000) is only $135,000. A few pub-
lic-spirited citizens of The Gardens, led by the

Chairman of the Building Committee, have made
possible this great saving by spending much time,
effort and thought on the problem during the past
few years.

The plans have been drawn and re-drawn, re-
vised and re-revised until the building is as nearly
perfect in its adaptation to its purposes and envi-
ronment as is humanly possible.

When the Community House was first projected, representa-
tives of the various organizations in The Gardens collaborated
with the architectural committee and offered suggestions for
the floor plans and arrangements. The accepted plans on
which the Community House is now being built are the result
of innumerable conferences and the painstaking care of those
faithful and hard-working women and men.

More than three hundred citizens have already
contributed money to bring the enterprise to its

present state of progress. Many of those who

have contributed have expressed a desire to con-
tribute more, now that the work is being pushed
to completion.

The management and uses of the Community
House will be directed by a Committee of Citizens
representative of various interests of the com-
munity.

For very good practical reasons, legal title to
the property will be vested in the corporation of
the Church-in-the-Gardens.

The two outstanding reasons for having the
property owned by the church are: exemption from
taxation as church property, and the assurance of
a trustworthy and permanent control of the prop-

erty for its avowed purposes of community wel-
fare. The Church-in-the-Gardens has always been
“community minded.” Its doors have been thrown
open for meetings of various organizations which
make up our community life. It can be relied upon
to continue its public spirited policy through the
Community House, but on even broader lines.

Add to this the fact of management by the
representative Committee of Citizens, as above
mentioned, and you have an ideal organization
assuring impartial treatment of all.




Fere Are Some of the “Purposes

for which the Community House will be used, pur-
poses which will be supplemented, no doubt, as the
interests of the community develop and broaden:

It will afford a meeting place for such organiza-
tions as The Gardens Players, the Mothers’ Club,
the Choral Club, the local post of the American
Legion, the Boy Scouts, the Girl Guides, the Men’s
Club, the Women’s Club, the Celebrations Asso-
ciation, the Gardens Corporation, various philan-
thropical societies and committees, etc.

The splendid auditorium, seating nearly five
hundred persons, will be equipped with a stage, and
will be available for amateur theatricals, lectures,
concerts, citizens' meetings, religious services,
dances, parties and various social entertainments.

A splendid gymnasium will be available for all

residents of Forest Hills Gardens and it is ex-
pected that classes will be conducted under trained

supervision for men, women and children. Provi-
sion for indoor golf practice and handball will be
made.

A modern tiled swimming pool, sixty feet long,
will be a perpetual source of enjoyment; it will be
available at appointed hours for the use of men,
women and children.

In connection with the gymnasium and swim-
ming pool there will be men’s locker rooms and
women'’s locker rooms and showers. Lounge, so-
cial and sun rooms will be provided where neigh-
bors can meet and have friendly visits. There will
be reading room facilities and eventually, no doubt,
a library of good books will be installed.

A modern kitchen will be an attractive feature,
providing facilities for giving luncheons, teas and
suppers.

Additional Funds to the Extent of $85,000

are needed immediately to complete and furnish
the building as will be seen from the foregoing
statements.

The Executive Committee of the Citizens Ways
and Means Committee have unanimously decided
on the following plan for raising the additional
funds needed, and the plan has been officially
authorized by the Church-in-the-Gardens.

Debenture Bonds are to be issued in denomina-
tions of $1000, $500 and $100.

Subscribers will be furnished with bonds corre-
sponding to the amount of their subscriptions
when paid.

Individuals who previously subscribed and paid
$100 or more on pledges to the Community House
fund will, if they request, be furnished with bonds
covering their fully paid subscriptions. Those
who have paid uneven amounts may obtain bonds
in multiples of $100 by paying the necessary
additional amounts.

These bonds are an actual investment rather
than an outright contribution, because they will be
redeemed, as described fully in the bonds them-
selves.

In an actual money sense they are non-interest
bearing, and are subordinated to other indebted-
ness, but in a larger sense, they will yield a high
rate of interest in satisfaction, happiness, com-
munity friendliness, character building, good
health, wholesome environment and the general
welfare of the community.

Anyone buying a bond prior to or on July 4,
1926, will be known as a Founder of the Commu-
nity House. All Founders will have their names
enrolled in some suitable manner in the Commu-
nity House. This is a democratic undertaking and
everyone buying bonds to the best of his ability
will be treated as everyone else.




Once a VYear ¢Beginning in 1928

a meeting of the Founders of the Community
House will be held, attended by pleasant social
features, at which a drawing of bonds to be called
for payment will be conducted. Lots will be drawn
and at least $2,000 of bonds will be redeemed. It
is anticipated that much interest and pleasure will
attend this annual drawing and it will become an
event and a tradition in the life of The Gardens.
The success of this plan has been demonstrated in
other similar causes, where the annual drawing of

bonds is looked forward to with great anticipation
by the bond holders.

The Community House will have many oppor-
tunities for revenue. Well patronized, it should
produce a surplus, enabling the management to
retire more than $2,000 in bonds annually. Al-
ready there have been several applications for the
use of the auditorium, an indication of the revenue-
producing possibilities of the building.

It is earnestly hoped by all the members of the
Citizens Committee that every resident of Forest
Hills Gardens will become an owner of these bonds
and that everyone will subscribe to the limit of his
ability.

The Executive Committee wish to offer this sug-
gestion: that residents of The Gardens who do not
have children but who are interested in the welfare
of the community should invest in these bonds as
heavily as possible for themselves, while residents
who have children might very well, for sentimental
reasons, invest in as large a bond as possible for
each member of the family.

In the course of time all of the bonds will be
redeemed, some in 1928, and annually thereafter.
You or “your heirs, successors or assigns” will get
the money back that you put into Community
House Debenture Bonds.




The Executive Committee, in whose name this
booklet of information is issued, received its ap-
pointment and authority from a group of citizens
who met and enrolled as a Citizens Ways and
Means Committee of the Community House, at a
meeting held Wednesday, March 10, 1926.

The Executive Committee was appointed from
the larger committee because it was felt that a
