A large Social Room, opening from the Foyer and raised a few 
steps above it. This room will be exceptionally beautiful. It 
will extend to the roof, with a peaked and raftered ceiling, and 
will have windows on three side. A musicians' balcony will 
project above the entrance, and at the opposite end French 
windows will give access to a small terrace, while at the side 
steps will descend to the garden. 

Kitchen Facilities , provided on the main floor . 

The III ain FlooT, arranged so that it can all be thrown 
together for large gatherings or divided for separate uses. 

Rowland Smith Hall, planned to serve as a g~rmnasium with 
direct access to the men's and women's locker rooms below. It 
is also designed for auditorium purposes, with a large and 
fully equipped stage and moving-picture apparatus. It will 
seat 500 people. This hall has been furnished and endowed in 
memory of Rowland Holbrook Smith. 

A S'tCJi1lvming Pool, the main feature of the first floor . It is 
large and sunny, with windows on three sides, and has a com­
plete equipment of check room, ch'ying room, men's and 
women's locker rooms, and showers. Space is also provided in 
the basement for a future Billim·a Roon~ and Bowling Alleys. 

The Second Floor, including a large room suitable for a Lib~'ary 
and a number of flexible class or meeting rooms.
